Our aim is to develop children in our care to their full potential academically, socially, physically and emotionally in a happy, supportive, caring and respectful environment.

Aims
This policy describes our aims to fulfil the Every Child Matters agenda as detailed in the government green paper of the same name (2003). The essence of the ECM Agenda is that every child will have an equal right to be healthy, happy and successful irrespective of race, gender, religion or background.

Methods
1. Be Healthy
We want children who attend our centre to enjoy good physical and mental health and live a healthy lifestyle. We define a healthy lifestyle as being one where children are aware of the importance of a balanced diet and the need for exercise. 

This will be encouraged through -

· Music classes and guidance from a Music/Dance teacher.
· The provision of healthy homemade snacks and meals.
· Promoting healthy lifestyle to pupils and parents through regular information in newsletters.
· Access to water throughout the day.

2. Stay Safe
We want our pupils to stay safe and be protected from harm and neglect.
This will be met by:

· Consistent use of our children safeguarding policy to ensure all areas of vulnerability in children are identified and acted upon.
· By monitoring and enhancing the Nursery’s Health and Safety policy ensuring risk assessment is carried out for all appropriate activities.

· By ensuring all staff employed by the Nursery, and those who provide voluntary support are suitable to look after children.
· By offering safety initiatives, e.g. safety in the garden
· By maintaining staff ratios.
· By ensuring there is consistent implementation of the Nursery’s Anti-bullying policy.
· Ensuring all Nursery fixtures and fittings are adequately maintained and regular fire practices are carried out and that access to the buildings is adequately controlled – thereby providing a safe and secure environment.

3. Enjoy and Achieve
We believe that unless children are happy (i.e. have self-confidence and self-belief) they will not learn so at Barleymont Fairlop Montessori Nursery we seek to create a positive environment where respect, tolerance and caring are the key to providing an environment for success.

We seek to meet this in the following ways:
1. The key skills of reading, writing and numeracy are the focus in early years to ensure all pupils have the basic skills for life.
2. The monitoring and tracking of all pupils to ensure they fulfil their potential.
3. The writing of individual development or academic plans for all children, depending on the session they attend; for example the focus for pre-school children will be development, the focus for tuition children will be academic. 
4. The awareness that each individual pupil is important at the Nursery and each of them has a right to enjoy and achieve in a positive environment.
5. Enrichment activities – e.g. trips outside the centre including the park and local farms (particularly during play scheme).

4. Making a Positive Contribution
We encourage all children to develop strong social etiquette so that they will grow into considerate and respectful members of their local community and society as a whole. 

We will achieve this by encouraging children to behave appropriately at all times, placing special emphasis on etiquette during meal or snack times. 

5. Achieve Economic Well-being
We aim to set the foundations for children to be able to go on to acquire financial acumen, become aware of their potential in the market place, and acquire skills and qualifications that will enhance their eventual employment prospects.
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
